Students will be constructing viable arguments to explain their mathematical thinking.  The course is designed to cover all of the key standards and cognitive demands that students need to master in order to be successful next year in Common Core Math 7.

We will be teaching integrated components of Earth, Life, and Physical Science in accordance with the Next Generation Science Standards.

ASSIGNMENTS-HOMEWORK/CLASSWORK POLICY:
1. Students must record all homework in their planner each day/week as the planners are important in communicating daily assignments. Expect to have homework/classwork on a daily basis.

2. All homework will be recorded on an assignment sheet and kept in the student’s toolkit.
3. Work must be shown in order to receive full credit on tests and homework.

4. Assignments and tests must be done in pencil.

5. It is very important that all homework assignments are done thoroughly and completely, because all tests will reflect standards covered on the assignments.

GRADES:
PowerSchool is the best way to keep up on your child’s progress in school.  It is recommended that you check your child’s grades weekly. The office will send home additional information on how to access your child’s grades. Additionally, a progress report will be sent home midpoint of each trimester.
RETAKE POLICY:
Students will have opportunities to retake unit tests provided they have completed ALL homework assignments for that unit prior to the test. Additionally, a “retake ticket” will be required in order to participate in the retake.  Retakes will occur in a timely fashion after the initial assessment at an arranged time by the teacher.
