	Flashcard study tips:

1. If the student is COUNTING (whether on fingers or just mentally), that is NOT memorization. They must practice through repetition until they know the answer instantly without counting.

2. Set aside the cards that your child has mastered. Go through the “mastered” stack occasionally to check retention, but don’t leave them in the nightly practice stack.

3. Don’t try to memorize too many facts at once. To avoid frustration, work on 5-10 facts at a time with plenty of repetition. As facts are mastered and moved to the “mastered” stack, replace them with new facts to learn.
