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SUMMARY

The ROSEVILLE CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT (“District”) serves over 11,000
students across 19 schools and 3 support facilities. We utilize 21st century instructional
practices to ensure our students are academically confident and ready to navigate a
rapidly-changing, technology-rich, global economy. The District is requesting proposals
from qualified vendors to install new, upgrade, increase or replace its ETHERNET
SWITCHED LAN. The District is looking for interested vendors who can provide
solutions that will address its current and future needs.

The District is open to all proposals from vendors that meets the District's needs and
qualifications based on the information outlined in this Request for Proposal (RFP)

BACKGROUND

Since 2014 the District implemented an HPE Aruba Procurve Switch Network and
replaced most of its core routers and edge switches with HPE Aruba 5400zl, HPE Aruba
2530 and HPE Aruba 2930 models at each site within the District. The goal of the
District has been to build a homogeneous infrastructure to maximize the District's
resources in managing the network, while reducing costs of ongoing maintenance and
training costs. This funding year, the District plans to maintain its current installation
base and adding additional switches as needed throughout the District.

SCOPE OF WORK

The District is looking to build additional capacity and density into its current ethernet
network infrastructure. The goals of this proposal and project are to:

Fill in the gaps and add new equipment as the district grows
Provide 1Gbps network connectivity to each connected device
Ability to provide PoE+ to connected devices

Ability to provide 10Gbps connections on all closet switch uplinks

Proposed solutions should at a minimum meet the goals as listed above, along with the
requirements listed throughout this RFP. While part numbers may be listed throughout
this proposal, the District is open to substitutions, but any substitutions will need to meet
the minimum requirements within this RFP and must fit into the architecture that the
District has built.

The District has two standards of edge switches, one that will be in a closet and the other
where it will be mounted into a classroom. Below are the standards that all switches,
along with what each type of switch must meet:

ADDITIONAL TASKS

The District reserves the right to select, up to, the top three (3) finalist for oral interviews
based on the District’s analysis and rating of the proposal package. These interviews will
have an additional point rating of up to 15 points. These interviews will be conducted in
order to evaluate company expertise, qualifications, operations and services deemed by
the District to be in its best interests. The key proposed Project staff will be expected to
attend the interview. The interview will be an opportunity for the District’s evaluation
committee to review the firm’s proposal and other matters the committee deems relevant
to its evaluation. Upon announcement of recommendation for contractor award, terms
and conditions for service submitted by proposers may be subject to negotiation, as well
as any specific terms in the proposals submitted.

In addition to oral interviews, the District reserves the right to request as part of the
evaluation process, a fully functional and working evaluation system for 2 weeks that the
District can use to build a Proof-of-Concept (POC) of the proposed solution in a lab or
within it’s existing network. Vendor and/or Manufacture will provide access during the
POC, on-site for the first day, to a systems engineer to ease setup, answer questions and
assist with adjustments. Quantities of the equipment needed and additional information
are based on the solutions proposed.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

The intent of this RFP is to define specifications for the equipment and requirements to
upgrade or installation of a complete system. All plans proposed should include a project
deployment plan, detailed billing and include hardware, installation, shipping and taxes.
A service provider must label all E-Rate eligible equipment with a district issued Asset
Tag that identifies the funding year the equipment was purchased.
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All services must be provided solely by a single vendor. Please see Appendix A for a list
of school sites. Please see Appendix B for a list of requested services to be bid per a
school site. All proposals received will also required to have Appendix C completed and
submitted as part of their submission.

All vendors are encouraged to respond and are allowed to submit a total of one proposal.

There is one condition that allows USAC to provide support in a funding year for
Category 2 installation costs incurred prior to that funding year.

This will provide
schools with the flexibility to purchase equipment in preparation for the summer
recess and provide the maximum amount of time during the summer to install
these critical networks.

INVOICING

a. The Service Provider agrees to bill and receive a portion of the payment for the
provisions of goods and services described herein directly from USAC via the
Form 474 Service Provider Invoice (SPI). The District will only be responsible
for paying its non-discounted share of costs and does not intend to use the BEAR
process (Form 472). The maximum percentage the District will be liable for is
the pre-discount amount minus the funded amount as shown on the FCC Form
471 Block 5 and any identified ineligible costs. Upon the successful receipt or
posting of a Funding Commitment Decision Letter from the SLD and submission
and certification of Form 486, the District shall pay only the discounted amount
beginning with the billing cycle immediately following said approval.
Alternatively, should the District decide that it is in the best interest of the District
to file a Form 472, the District will inform the Service Provider of its intent.

b. All Service Provider invoicing to USAC must be completed within 120 days from
the last day of service. Should the Service Provider fail to invoice USAC in a
timely manner, the District will only be responsible for paying its non-discounted

share.
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FCC/SLD AUDITABILITY

The E-rate program requires that all records be retained for at least ten (10) years from
the last date of service provided on a particular funding request. Respondent hereby
agrees to retain all books, records, and other documents relative to any Agreement
resulting from this RFP for ten (10) years after final payment. The District, its authorized
agents, and/or auditors reserves the right to perform or have performed an audit of the
records of the Respondent and therefore shall have full access to and the right to examine
any of said materials within a reasonable period of time during said period.

PROCUREMENT OF ADDITIONAL GOODS AND/OR
SERVICES/COTERMINOUS EXPIRATION

During the term of any Agreement resulting from this RFP, the District may elect to
procure additional or like goods and/or services offered by the Respondent. Such services
shall be negotiated and obtained via an official amendment to this Agreement and
approval by the District’s Governing Board. All terms, conditions, warranties,
obligations, maintenance and support of said goods or services shall have a coterminous
expiration date with the original date of this Agreement. The District shall not enter into a
separate Agreement for said goods or services. Respondents must state in their proposal
that they acknowledge, accept and are in agreement with coterminous expiration
conditions.

Each response will be reviewed prior to the selection process for completeness and adherence to
format. A response will be considered complete if all requested sections are included in the
proper order and properly completed.

TAXES AND INSURANCE: All insurance that may be required shall be included in all
bid response quotations. The District is not exempt from California State sales and use
taxes. The District is exempt from paying Federal Excise Taxes. California sales tax
shall be included in the bid response quotations as a separate line item.

SIGNATURE: The proposal must be signed in the name of the bidder and must bear the
signature in longhand of the person or persons duly authorized to sign the proposal. In
case a proposal is submitted by a corporation, it must be signed in the name of said
corporation by a duly authorized officer or agent thereof.

MODIFICATIONS: Changes in or additions to the proposal form, alternative proposals,
or any modifications of the proposal form which is not specifically called for in the
contract documents may result in the District’s rejection of the proposal as not being
responsive to the invitation to proposal.

These bid specifications and the bidder’s proposal will
be attached to, and become a part of, the final contract documents.

PREVAILING LAW: In the event of any conflicts or ambiguities between these
specifications and state or federal laws, regulations or rules, then the latter shall prevail.

BRANDS: When a particular brand or brand and model number are named in
connection with any item, it is named as a standard of quality and utility only. A Bidder
may submit a bid to furnish an item other than that named, but the item offered by the
Bidder must state in the Bid Form the brand with its model number, if any, which he will
furnish. The District shall be the sole judge of whether an offered item is the equal of the
named item. If the Bidder fails to write in the brand and model number of the item to be
furnished, it is understood the bidder will furnish the item named by the District as the
standard of quality and utility.

SAMPLES: Where the Bidder quotes on a brand named as a standard of the quality and
utility desired, a sample of the item will not be required unless specifically requested. If
the bid submitted is on any other brand or make than that so named, a sample thereof
must be furnished, if requested, or the bid on the item will not be considered. The
sample submitted shall be the exact item the Bidder proposes to furnish. Samples of
items, when requested, must be furnished free of expense to the District.

FEDERAL OR STATE REGULATIONS: The Bidder's proposal and any contract
entered into are subject to all applicable statutes of the United States or of the State of
California and all applicable regulations and orders of the Federal or State governments
now in effect or which shall be in effect during the period of such contract.

ASSIGNMENT PROHIBITED: No contract awarded under this proposal shall be
assigned without the approval of the Board of Education.

PATENT RIGHTS, COPYRIGHTS, AND TRADEMARKS: The Bidder shall save, keep,
bear harmless, and fully indemnify the District and any of its officers or agents from all
damages, or claims for damages, costs, or expenses in law or equity that may at any
time arise or be set up for any infringement of the patent rights, copyrights, or
trademarks of any person in consequence of the use by the District, or by any of its
officers or agents of items to be supplied by the Bidder.

DELIVERY: All items shall be delivered in quantities specified in the contract F.O.B., at
the points within the District as specified in the contract. Deliveries in advance of the
time specified in the contract shall not be accepted unless the Bidder has obtained prior
approval from the District. Unless otherwise specified, if an item is not delivered as
specified in the contract or if the Bidder delivers an item which does not conform to the
Specifications, the Board of Trustees may, at its option, annul and set aside the
contract, either in whole or in part, and may enter into a new contract in accordance with
law for furnishing such item. Any additional cost or expense incurred by the District in
the making of such contract or any additional cost of supplying an item by reason of the
failure of the Bidder, as described in this paragraph, shall be paid by the Bidder or his
surety.
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25.INSPECTION OF ITEMS FURNISHED: All items furnished shall be subject to inspection
and rejection by the District for defects or non-compliance with the specifications. The
cost of inspection on deliveries or offers for delivery which do not meet specifications
may be deducted from the contract price.

26. INABILITY TO PERFORM: In the event that Bidder is prevented from making delivery
or otherwise performing on time as specified in the contract by fire, flood, earthquake,
labor or transportation problems, war, acts of government, or any other similar cause
commonly known as an act of God, which is not the fault of the Bidder, the Bidder shall
not be required to deliver or perform, subject to the following requirements:

a. The Bidder shall send written notice to the District of the Bidder's inability to
perform in accordance with the contract. The notice shall contain all facts which
show the condition which prevents performance. The Bidder shall send such
notice as soon as possible but in no event later than the fifth (5th) day following
the date of issuance of a purchase order by the District or no later than the date
specified in the contract for delivery or other performance, whichever is
applicable.

b. The District may cancel the contract or purchase order, entirely or in part.

c. The Bidder shall not make any delivery or otherwise attempt to perform under the
contract except on the basis of issuance by the District of a new purchase order
or other written instruction.

27.WARRANTY-PRODUCT: Seller warrants that all articles furnished shall be free from all
defects of material and workmanship, that all articles shall be fit and sufficient for the
purposes intended, and shall save, keep, bear harmless and fully indemnify the District
and any of its officers, employees or agents from all damages, or claims for damages,
costs or expenses in law or equity that may at any time arise from Buyers normal use.

28. EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYMENT: Bidder, in submitting his proposal certifies
that he is an Equal Opportunity Employer, and certifies that he is in compliance with the
Civil Rights Act of 1964, the State Fair Employment Practice Act, and all other
applicable Federal and State laws and regulations relating to equal opportunity
employment, including Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965.

29. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE: In the event of litigation, the bid documents and
related matters shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the
State of California. Venue shall be with the appropriate state or federal court located in
Sacramento County.

30. CONTACT WITH BOARD OF EDUCATION: No business entity, including any agent of
such entity, shall directly or indirectly contact any board member immediately before or
during the bidding process of any project on which the business entity intends to or has
submitted a bid. Any vendor violating this policy shall be deemed disqualified from
bidding. Should such contact come to light after the bid is awarded and the entity was
deemed the successful bidder, the Board reserves the right to cancel any contract
awarded.
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31. ARBITRATION: All claims of $375,000 or less which arise between the bidder and the
District shall be subject to the settlement and arbitration provisions set forth in the public
Contract Code Sections 20104 through 20104.8, which provisions are incorporated
hereby by this reference.

32.BID PROTEST. Any bid protest by any Bidder must be submitted in writing to the District
before 5:00 p.m. of the third (3rd) business day following bid opening.

a.

The protest must contain a complete statement of any and all bases for the
protest.

. The protest must refer to the specific portions of all documents that form the

bases for the protest.

The party filing the protest must have actually submitted a bid. A bidder may not
rely on the bid protest submitted by another bidder, but must timely pursue his or
her own protest.

. The protest must include the name, address and telephone number of the person

representing the protesting party.

The party filing the protest must concurrently transmit a copy of the protest and
any attached documentation to all other parties with a direct financial interest that
may be adversely affected by the outcome of the protest. Such parties shall
include all other bidders or proposers who appear to have a reasonable prospect
of receiving an award depending upon the outcome of the protest.

The bidder whose bid has been protested may submit a written response to the
bid protest. Such response shall be submitted to the District no later than 5:00
p.m., no later than three (3) working days after the deadline for submission of the
bid protest, as set forth above, and shall include all supporting documentation.
Such response shall also be transmitted concurrently to the protesting bidder and
to all other bidders who appear to have a reasonable prospect of receiving and
award depending upon the outcome of the protest.

. The procedure and time limits set forth in this paragraph are mandatory and are

each bidder's sole and exclusive remedy in the event of bid protest. Failure to
comply with these procedures shall constitute a waiver of any right to further
pursue the bid protest, including filing a Government Code Claim or legal
proceedings.

. A “business day”, for purposes of this section, means a weekday during which

the District’s office is open and conducting business.

33.E-RATE PARTICIPATION: The District is participating in the Federal Universal Service
Discount program for schools and libraries (E-Rate), offered by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC), via the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD). The
proposal and the contract negotiated implementing this proposal, are conditional and
subject to full E-Rate funding by the SLD. The District reserves the right to cancel or in
any manner reduce the scope of this procurement in the event the SLD does not
completely fund the request for funding submitted referencing this proposal.
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34. SPIN: Each vendor providing services to the District as part of the E-Rate program must
have a Service Provider Identification Number (SPIN). Vendor is responsible to apply to
and receive from the Schools and Libraries Division a valid SPIN. Schools and Libraries
Division can be reached online at: http://www.usac.org/sl

35.RIGHT TO TERMINATE: District reserves the right to terminate this Request for
Proposal and all documents associated with the Request for Proposal, including but not
limited to a Letter of Intent/Letter of Agreement, in its sole discretion at any time, with or
without cause, upon written notice to the other party. In the event of termination, notice
shall be deemed served on the date of mailing and shall be effective immediately. The
District shall not be responsible for any costs to Bidder/Contractor prior to termination.

36. CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION SB854: All contractors and subcontractors intending
to bid or perform work on public works projects will be required to meet minimum
qualifications and register (and annually renew) online for the program. The cost to
register for the program is $300 and is nonrefundable. The DIR will post a list of
registered contractors and subcontractors on its website. Duty to notify DIR when
awarding a contract for a public works project, using the online PWC-100 form. This
requirement, found in Labor Code Section 1773.3, now applies to all public works
projects. Previously it applied to projects subject either to apprenticeship or DIR
compliance monitoring requirements.
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
