Course Description:  
The purpose of this class is to introduce students to computer technology and applications they will use in High School, College and the work place.  Students will become familiar with computer terminology, basic OS functionality, online safety, programming/coding, 3D modeling, emerging technologies, digital presentations, spreadsheets, and document design.

· Be proficient with Google Docs, Slides, and Sheets.  

· Use 3D modeling software to create houses, vehicles, and other objects. 
· Understand basic programming/coding fundamentals.
· Critical thinking, problem solving, Creativity, invention and innovation.
· Responsible and appropriate use of technology.
· Investigation into job opportunites associated with the computer science field.

Assessment:  
This course is project based.  At the end of each project students will be given a level of proficiency.  proficiency level (beginning, approaching, profecient, mastery) is based on project completion and quality. Students who go on independent study or are consistantly absent will be given alternative assignments and may have to come in during lunch to catchup on projects.  They may work on projects at home but it is not required.
